To help us in our prayers this November, I attach some beautiful words 

from Pope Saint John Paul II, who reminds us that at the hour of death we are caught up in the 

infinite love of God, and made ready to enjoy that love for all eternity. 

 

“Sacred Scripture teaches us that we must be purified if we are to enter into perfect and 

complete union with God. Jesus Christ, who became the perfect expiation for our sins 

and took upon himself the punishment that was our due, brings us God's mercy and 

love. But before we enter into God's Kingdom every trace of sin within us must be 

eliminated, every imperfection in our soul must be corrected. This is exactly what takes 

place in Purgatory. Those who live in this state of purification after death are not 

separated from God but are immersed in the love of Christ. Neither are they separated 

from the saints in heaven - who already enjoy the fullness of eternal life - nor from 

us on earth - who continue on our pilgrim journey to the Father's house. We all remain 

united in the Mystical Body of Christ, and we can therefore offer up prayers and good 

works on behalf of our brothers and sisters in Purgatory.”
