YEAR 5 ~ SUMMER 2nd HALF TERM 

Come and See 

Within our topic of Pentecost, we will look at how energy can transform things. We 

will look at how it is the work of the Spirit to enable people to hear Gods message, to 

respond and share it. We will learn that the feast of Pentecost is a celebration of the 

gift of God’s Spirit and its transforming power. 

Following Pentecost, we will be starting our topic on Reconciliation. We will learn that 

Christians believe that, in Jesus Christ, the world has been reconciled to God.  

We will look at how through and in Christ, every human being is offered the power to 

reach out in forgiveness and peace, to receive and to offer reconciliation. 

Our ‘Other Faiths’ topic at the end of the year will look at the bright and colourful 

religion of Hinduism. 

           

 

English 

During our theme of the Egyptians, we will be writing stories set in Egyptian times. 

We wil also write Egyptian myths and legends, a newspaper report and biography of 

Howard Carter 

In Spelling Punctuation and Grammar, which is taught within the English lessons, we 

will be looking at apostrophes and how to use them properly as well as improving our 

speech punctuation. 

Reading will continue as normal, and we will be focusing on different genres and 

finding links between the books of the same genre. We will also be looking into 

retrieving as much information as we can from non-fiction texts.
