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We will look at shape poems and discuss the different strategies poets use to
‘ make them effective. We will write our own shape poems and perform them to
the rest of the class. As well as consolidating our knowledge of basic features
0] of punctuation such as full stops and capital letters, we will keep working on
how to use apostrophes accurately and continue to develop our use of
commas. We will focus on spelling words with the suffixes ‘ture’ and ‘ation.’
