In their Singapore maths lessons, pupils will learn to count in multiples of 25, f/‘;
100 and 1000 in order to count larger numbers comprehensively. Pupils will
learn about place value to 4 digits and they will link numbers in numerals and
in words. They will compare numbers using language such as 'greater’,
'smaller’, 'less' and 'more’, using the mathematical symbols <, > and =. They
will also learn about rounding numbers to the nearest 1000, 100 and 10; %% 0
children will apply this knowledge to approximate, total and find the difference. \
Pupils will also be taught to add and subtract with numbers up to 10 000, using
the column method. They will also learn mental methods for addition and
subtraction. Pupils will be encouraged to think about when is the most
appropriate time to use each method. They will use the methods taught to

solve word problems: visualising the problems using the bar model. Q &f;’a
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In computing, the children will describe how internet search engines find and
store data. They will use search engines effectively, securely and safely to build
power-points/blogs, detailing what they have learnt from research that they will
conduct on The Romans. Children will learn about different technologies both
old and new, about inventors and the different components of a computer.

In the topic ‘What happens to the food we eat?’, the children will take part in ® %

activities, sorting, comparing and tasting food eaten by Ancient Romans an

modern British people. They will take an ‘interactive’ peep inside the human
body to describe the simple functions of the digestive system in humans. They
will also explore artefacts to enable them to identify the different types of teeth
in humans and their functions.

In the topic, ‘What is important about Chester and how is it linked to the

Romans?’ the children will use atlases, maps and digital mapping to locate

Chester and other Roman settlements. They will consider the River Dee and

Chester’s location and proximity to Wales as an ideal base for the Romans.

They will also look at why tourists visit Chester — the cathedral, outdoor ° %
theatre, zoo and Elizabethan shops. Finally, they will visit Chester and meet a % d
Roman centurion.

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Art and DT will be related to the learning challenge topics. This includes: Roman
food and cooking, where they will make a healthy Roman meal. Roman /
Mediterranean artists and Mosaic. They will develop and share ideas in a
sketchbook and in finished products, such as wax tablets, jewellery and
weapons. They will also create models of the digestive system.
