In Phonics the 
children should be able to recognise and retain all Set 1 and Set 2 
sounds and they should be able to read green or purple story books. The 
children’s writing should have progressed so that they can now write 
lowercase and uppercase letters. They will be able to write short 
sentences which include a capital letter, finger space and full stop.  
 

 

This term the children will be consolidating a lot of 
what they have been taught this year. They should 
have a deep understanding of numbers to 10, 
including the composition of each number. They 
should be able to count beyond 20, count forwards 
and backwards within 20 and recognise and extend 
number patterns. The children should also be able 
to work out one more and one less of numbers 
beyond 20, group and share numbers beyond 20 
and have a secure understanding of number bonds 
to 10
